The Temple in
Jerusalem was the center of Jewish worship in the time of Jesus. It was expected that observant Jews would make
pilgrimages to the Temple to offer prayer and sacrifices. Pilgrims were also expected to make a financial cdnttion
to the temple treasury.

As we would expect to be the case, Jesus observes that those who were rich contributed large sums td the
treasury. Those with less means made smaller contributions. A similar situation exists in most of our parishes as wgll.
Jesus calls attention, however, to a poor widow who makes the smallest of contributionswo coins of little value. Jesus
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act of profound generosity, giving from her livelihood rather than her surplus.

To give from our livelihood is not only an act of generosity, it is also an act of trust in God. We can only give from
our needs if we trust that God will provide for us. Jesus himself demonstes the ultimate act of generosity and trust in
God as he gives his life for us on the cross.
